I had a problem with my retirement system last year.  The Public School Retirement System of Missouri told me that the volunteer hours (hours donated without pay at an elementary school) are the same as paid, employed hours (which are limited to 550 hours per school year). Then they told me that they could limit how much time I volunteered at school!  I could not get them to compromise until I talked to Representative Will Kraus.  After he contacted them, they agreed that I could volunteer as much and as often as I wished--as long as I volunteered through an organization such as the P.T.A.  Thanks to Will's help, a compromise was reached, and retired teachers can volunteer in Missouri schools.
